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THE GAME: The fourth-seed University of Montana Grizzlies (20-9/10-6 Big Sky) will
play the second-seeded Northern Colorado Bears (24-6/12-4 BSC) in an American First
Credit Union Big Sky Conference Men’s Basketball Tournament semifinal game, Tuesday,
March 9th on Altitude TV. Tip-off in Weber State’s Dee Events Center (12,000) is at 4:30 p.m.
(Mtn). The other semifinal pits top-seed and host WSU (19-9/13-3 BSC) against sixth-seed
and defending tournament champion Portland State (13-18/7-9 BSC) in a 7:00 p.m. contest.

GRIZ IN BSC TOURNEY: This is Montana’s 31st berth in the Big Sky’s postseason
tournament -- the second most in conference history (host WSU is making its 33rd appear-
ance). UM is 26-24 in the tourney and 11-8 in semifinal games. The last semifinal game UM
played in was a 78-71 loss to NAU in 2007 in Ogden. (UM tourney history on add 6-6-6).

UM vs. UNC: The Grizzlies and Bears have never met in the postseason.

GRIZ LAST WEEK: At Montana 81, NAU 60: Senior guard Anthony Johnson scored a
game-high 22 points to lead the Grizzlies. With the win, UM racked up its 20" victory of the
season. It is Montana’s first 20-win season since 2005-06 (24-7) and just the second time in
the past 13 years the Griz have reached the 20-victory plateau.

The Grizzlies led by as many as 17 points (35-18) in the first half en route to a 39-25 lead at
intermission. The second half was more of the same, as UM led by at least 13 points the rest

WAYNE TINKLE
(68-52, Fourth Season at UM)

Wayne Tinkle has an overall record of 68-52 (.567) and is 39-25 (.609) in the Big Sky.
He is ranked eighth in school history with his 68 victories.

He garnered his first career 20-win season this year, as UM is currently 20-9 overall. It
is just the second 20-win season at Montana in the past 13 seasons.

Tinkle, 41, was named the 26™ head coach at Montana in the summer of 2006. He
served as an assistant coach at UM for the previous five seasons, working with Krystkowiak for
two seasons, two years with Pat Kennedy (2002-04), and one with Don Holst (2001-02).

In his inaugural season (2006-07) as head coach at his alma mater, Coach Tinkle guided
Montana to a 17-15 overall record and a third-place finish in league with a 10-6 mark.

Tinkle was a standout forward for the Griz from 1985-89 and a three-time All-Big Sky
pick his sophomore, junior and senior seasons.

He is ranked fourth in UM history in career rebounds with 836 and sixth in career
points with 1,500. He is also ranked among the Big Sky’s career leaders in both of those two
categories.

He was Montana’s Carl Dragstedt Award (MVP) winner in 1988 and 1989. He led the
team in rebounding in 1987 (8.9 average), 1988 (8.4 average), and 1989 (8.7 avg.), and in scoring in
